The Kansai Electric Power Co., Inc. is one
of the nine major electric utility companies in
Japan. The Company was established in 1951
as a result of a nationwide reorganization of
the electric power industry after World War II.
The service area of the Company is located in
the central part of the main island of Japan,
and covers 28,676 square kilometers, equal to
about 8 % of the total land area of Japan. The
population in the area is about 20 million,
and the Company supplies electricity to 13.0
million customers.

The area, known as Kansai, with Osaka
as its central city, constitutes a powerful
economic area close on the heels of Tokyo. In
addition, Kyoto and Nara, the ancient capitals
of Japan, are located in the area, and play an
important role in the nation’s culture.
